Hint:
To do this you will need to put   *Europe*  (i.e. with asterisks) in the appropriate criteria box. If you do this correctly the query should find 76 mammals.

Modify the previous query to find mammals found in Europe whose habitat includes grassland (you will need to use more asterisks). There should be 26 mammals found.

Adjust the query so that only three columns are displayed: the name, the length and the population status. The names are required to be in alphabetic order.

Save this query as qryEuroGrassland.

7.
Construct a report based upon qryEuroGrassland.

The report must have an appropriate title and must include your name.

Print out the report.
