Amendments:
a.
Course number 297 runs for 36 weeks, not for 24. Make this change.

b. The tutor for course 472 has changed to O’Connor S. Make this change.

Deletion:
Delete the record for the Motivation course since this has had too few bookings.

Addition:

Add a record for a new course to be run by the Core Skills department. Its number will be 146, entitled Numeracy and will be taught by Feather D. It will cost £225 and will last for 12 weeks.

5. Create a query listing all fields from the Coursedata table. The criteria  cells should be left empty so that the query will find all the records. The query must sort the records found into ascending numerical order of CourseNum. Save the query with the name AllData.

6. Create a tabular report that gets its data from the AllData query. In its header, add your name and the title All Data: Sorted and then print it out.

7. Create a new query to find all the courses lasting exactly 12 weeks. Save the query with a suitable name and then create and print a new report which contains this information together with your name and a suitable title (as before).

8. Create a new query to find all courses offered by the Business Administration department which cost more than £300. Create and print a suitable report as before to show this information.
