Database Query Design

The management of a cinema complex use a database for a variety of purposes. The database contains a table called tblSTAFF that contains the following data about people who work in the cinema:

StaffID
Number
A unique number to identify each member of staff

Forename
Text (16 chars)


Surname
Text (24 chars)


Contract
Text (2 chars)
= FT for full-time staff

= PT for part-time staff

JobCode
Text (2 chars)
This can be one of the following:

TO = Ticket office staff
MA = Management

SE = Security
CL = Cleaning staff

CA = Catering staff
TE = Technical staff

StartDate
Date
Date that the person began working at the cinema

Emergency
Text (12 chars)
Emergency telephone contact number

Example:
The following query design explains what is needed to produce a list showing the names of all people who are part-time.

SELECT
Forename, Surname FROM TABLE  tblStaff

WHERE
Contract = "PT"

SORTED BY
Surname

In certain circumstances, the WHERE line might also need to include the words AND, OR, NOT and the symbols < and > (meaning before and after).

Each query would also be given a name e.g. qryPartTime.

Exercise:
Create similar query designs to gather together the required data.

1. A list giving the names and emergency contact numbers of everybody on the technical staff.

2. A list giving the names and job codes of everybody who joined the cinema staff before January 1st, 2002.

3. A list giving the names of everybody who joined the staff between 1st July and 1st October, 2001.

4. A list showing the staff ID numbers and names of all full-time ticket-office staff.

5. A list giving all data for an employee called John Smith.
